The object of the Forensic Interview, Polygraph Examination, and Interrogation is to arrive at the truth. To arrive at that truth, the forensic professional assesses a broad range of language behaviors, such as verbal and non-verbal, witting and unwitting, that explicitly and implicitly inform another person. When the interviewer is confronted with an interviewee who uses another language, the interviewer must use an interpreter.  While certain language features are common to most situations, the interpreted language environment alters the interaction and the language assessment process. That, in turn, requires special considerations or changes in:

· The way the interview is conducted

· The way the interpreter processes the interviewer’s communication

· The way the interpreter processes the interviewee’s communication

· The way the Forensic Analysis of the communication is done

Using a combination of video, direct demonstration, lecture, role play and discussion, this seminar will cover the application of interpreting protocols in the criminal justice environment based on the requirements for forensic language analysis and polygraph examination. The contexts will be the most common interview settings:

· Unfocused, Preliminary Interviews – Searching for indications of who and what might be material to the understanding and solution of the case.

· Focused Interviews (Mirandized) – Determining whether a person of interest has a material connection to the case.

· Polygraph Examinations – psycho/physiological analysis of responses to close ended questions.

· Interrogations – Obtaining a confession from a person of interest for whom there is a large body of evidence indicating material involvement.
