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Reading the Unwritten: 
ASL Literature

ASL is one of hundreds of unwritten languages in the world, languages which carry on a rich tradition of oral literature.  A study of recorded ASL literature informs our knowledge of ASL and consequently our ability to teach ASL, to teach Deaf children, and to interpret for Deaf children and adults.  
This 18-hour workshop is designed to enrich practitioners' understanding of the language and culture of the Deaf community using one of the community's most vibrant expressions: its literature.  Participants will be exposed to texts from a variety of ASL literary genres and will analyze each linguistically and functionally, focusing on register, style, affect, connotation, and poetic features such as rhythm, rhyme and alliteration.  To further develop their understanding, participants will practice the literary features and techniques present in the various genres.
Space is limited.  Pre-registration required.

Pre-reading materials will be provided upon receipt of registration.

This workshop will be presented in ASL.  Interpreters will not be provided.

Sharon Allen (CI, CT, NAD V) has worked as a sign language interpreter since 1982, and has been certified since 1984.  She received her MA degree in Education in 1998 at the University of California, San Diego.  Her MA thesis was on teaching ASL literature to beginning learners of ASL, incorporating literary activities into the regular ASL curriculum.  She has presented on this topic to interpreters, interpreter educators, ASL instructors and Deaf Education teachers at workshops and CIT, NAD, and RID conferences.
