This 2-day workshop is designed for individuals who are fluent in written Spanish and English (college level) and wish to hone their translation skills. Translating (written) or interpreting (oral) experience is desirable but not necessary. The first day will be devoted to a review of the principles of meaning-based translation and basic translation methodology, including recommended references and research techniques. Participants will engage in practical exercises intended to illustrate the concepts presented. The second day will focus on applying these principles and techniques to a specific domain, i.e., Spanish and English legal documents. Authentic source texts will be provided for participants to translate, followed by extensive discussion and feedback.  By the end of the workshop, participants will have a clear understanding of meaning-based translation and the range of options available to translators in different situations. Handouts will include an extensive bibliography and webography.

· Participants must be bilingual with excellent writing skills in English and Spanish.
· Laptop (preferably with wireless connectivity) with removable storage media (e.g. CD or USB drive).

· Bring as many monolingual and bilingual dictionaries as you would like.  The presenter will also bring a variety of subject-specific dictionaries.

Holly Mikkelson is Adjunct Professor of Translation and Interpretation at the Graduate School of Translation and Interpretation, Monterey Institute of International Studies. She is an ATA-certified translator (S>E, E>S) and a state and federally certified court interpreter who has taught translation and interpreting for over 30 years. She is the author of the Acebo interpreter training manuals as well as numerous articles on translation and interpretation. Professor Mikkelson has presented lectures, seminars and workshops to interpreters and translators throughout the world.
